Compactor, located behind the Municipal Center at 2525 Rochester Road. It’s a 
convenient way to eliminate cardboard boxes, while doing your part for the good 
of the environment. Specifically, the Township’s commercial-strength compactor 
is capable of handling large volumes of residential cardboard carton waste. 

CARDBOARD COMPACTOR OPEN FOR BUSINESS 

The following guidelines are in  
place for proper usage:
•	 No Styrofoam or packing ‘peanuts’ 

(Place these items in your GRAY-TOP 
trash cart.)

•	 No garbage
•	 If the compactor is full, do not leave 

boxes outside. 
•	 A camera monitors the compactor’s 

usage.
